It speaks of God’s 

love for humanity and of the impending judgment upon those who refuse His hand of mercy. 

The Bible tells how Jesus Christ became a man. He lived on the earth for 33 years to show us 

how to live. And he died for sin—our sin. Through His death, all who receive Him have their sins 

forgiven. 

Jesus’ glorious resurrection from the dead is not a myth, but a fact. He arose, showing us that 

those who believe in Him will someday rise to eternal life. Then He ascended into heaven to sit 

at the right hand of God to intercede for us. He will return soon in the clouds. All of this we 

learn from the Bible.
